What is a preposition?

Prepositions are linking words in a sentence. 
We use prepositions to explain where things are in time or space. 

Prepositions tell us where something is(for example, beside, under, on, against, 
beneath or over) or:

when something is happening(for example: until, during, after, before or more 
specifically 'on Christmas Day', 'at twelve o'clock' or 'in August').

What is a Haiku?

A Haiku is a Japanese art form. 

It is a poem consisting of 3 lines

It consists of 5, 7, 5 syllables

Nature was a common theme



What is a syllable?

A syllable is the number of beats in a word. 

Can you clap the number of syllables in your name?

How about other children’s names in our class?

Miss- Mar-cou has 3 syllables. 



Some examples…

Glo- ri –a - Chen has 4 syllables

Al-eks-an-der - Sich has 5 syllables

Le-o And-reev has 4 syllables

In-woo - Jang has 3 syllables

Ca-ro-li-na - Ar-ya has 6 syllables

Key vocabulary: 

Quadrilateral: 4 sided shape

Regular shape: sides and angles are all equal (the same)

Irregular shape: not all sides and angles are equal 

Remember: For regular shapes; the number of sides are the same as 
the number of lines of symmetry

Check your answers…

1)  Square: regular shape (all sides and angles are the same), 4 lines of symmetry, 
quadrilateral  

2)  Rectangle: irregular shapes, opposite sides are equal, 2 lines of symmetry, 
quadrilateral 

3)   Kite: adjacent sides are equal (sides next to each other), irregular shape, 1  line 
of symmetry, quadrilateral 

4) Regular pentagon: 5 equal sides and angles, 5 lines of symmetry

5) Irregular pentagon: 6 sided shape, not all sides are equal 

6) Rhombus: quadrilateral, opposite sides are equal, 2 lines of symmetry 

7) Regular octagon: 8 equal sides, 8 equal angles, 8 lines of symmetry 

8) Trapezium: Quadrilateral, 1 line of symmetry
